FINAL INSTRUCTIONS

NOISE & SCRUTINEERING

Competitors shall first proceed to noise and scrutineering where a process card will be issued. This is open between 18:45hrs and 19:15hrs and is located in the layby at 167/512½284½ on the northbound side of the B1383. Please approach from the south and do not attempt a u-turn on the B1383 itself.

SIGNING ON

Signing on opens at 19:00hrs and is located at The Beautiful Ugley Chequers PH (167/512½288½). The start time of Car 1 (MTC1) is 20:21hrs.

A competitor briefing is scheduled for 19:45hrs – it is mandatory for all competitors to attend that briefing.

Beginners will receive all navigation 15-minutes ahead of their due time at MTC1. 
OS Landranger series maps 166 Luton & Hertford (February 2016) & 167 Harlow & Bishops Stortford (February 2016) are required.

Total mileage is 56 miles; petrol is available at Esso, 1 Cambridge Road, Stansted Mountfitchet, CM24 8BX (167/509¾251½).

DRIVING STANDARDS 
Following a number of complaints, we have been warned by the RLOs that we need to drive with consideration for the general public, especially residents along the route. In particular we should try to drive in as high a gear as practical and avoid heavy acceleration in low gears which can cause unnecessary noise. Stop, dip and pull over when meeting oncoming traffic. If you need to stop to plot make sure you are away from housing. Please remember this is a NAVIGATIONAL rally. All marshals will be deemed judges of fact and may retain the time card of any crew which is seen to drive in an inconsiderate way. In addition there will be a number of DSOs on the route and a “drive-by” noise test may be in operation. 

DRIVING STANDARDS OBSERVER

The DSO will be out and about and penalties for excessive noise and speed will range from a stiff and time consuming talking to through to exclusion.
QUIET ZONES 

To clarify, any part of the route which is designated as a quiet zone, either in these final instructions, in the navigation or by the use of Q or DIP boards should be driven carefully in high gear/low revs, and with NO SPOT LIGHTS. Dipped beam only shall be used in DIP areas.
The following are designated as quiet zones for this event:-

· All areas with 30mph and 40mph designated speed limits;

· 390297½ (300-metre radius);

· 420160 (400-metre radius);

· Grid Squares 3023; 4218;  

· Grid Squares 3924; 4029; 4032; 4327; 4330; 4826; 4926 – Northern half;

· Grid Squares 3925; 4030; 4033; 4331; 4529 – Southern half;

· Grid Square 4421 – Eastern half;
· Grid Square 4521 – Western half;

· Grid Square 3419 – North Western half;

· Grid Square 4427 – North Eastern half;
· Grid Square 5029 – North Eastern quarter;

· Grid Square 5030 – South Eastern quarter;

· Grid Square 5129 – North Western half;

· Grid Square 5130 – South Western half

(n.b., some of these may not be on the route)

(n.b., some of these may not be on the route)

STOP & GIVE WAY (SGW) JUNCTIONS 

When joining a road of higher classification (e.g. a yellow to a B or A road) and at specific other junctions indicated by the acronym SGW in the final instructions or navigation, the car must come to a complete stop, with DIPPED HEADLIGHTS, before proceeding. Use of dipped headlights is a new requirement for this season in the light of the 
above. It is good practice to dip headlights at any T junction even if not specified as a SGW. 

Please note that failure to comply with these requirements may lead not only to your exclusion from this and future events, but more stringent noise testing, the banning of spotlights, aftermarket induction kits and certain categories of car from future events or even the suspension or cancellation of the 12 Car Winter Series. 

IT IS THAT SERIOUS PLEASE TAKE NOTE. WE ARE BEING WATCHED

ROUTE
The correct route uses Coloured Roads Only unless specific instructions are given to the contrary. Competitors are reminded that all no through roads are ignored unless specific instructions are given to the contrary.

Map references for each control are included in the navigation and it is a good idea to plot these first. 
The following codes will be used:-

· LWR = Long Way Round (usually a triangle at a junction or to the side of the road, with a code board on it) 
· SGW = Give Way (STOP at junction). The penalty for not doing so is Exclusion. 
Compass bearings preceding an instruction relate to the direction of approach. Conversely, a bearing following an instruction relate to the direction of departure.

The time cards are in the “summertime” format – the first time for each control is your own scheduled time; if you drop time just go vertically down the card for your due time at the next control. The maximum make up shown defines how far back to the left you can go. Once you run out of numbers you are OTL and should consider cutting route and can in that instance make up any amount of time. Each section has an unspecified number of code-boards the letters of which are to be recorded in the boxes on the timecard for the relevant section. 
Competitors are reminded that rallying etiquette requires that slower crews pull over to allow those who wish to pass to do so as soon and safely as possible. 
PRE-PLOT INFORMATION

If you get hopelessly lost, you can rejoin the event at TTC5 which is located at:-

· ENE 370¼250

The event will conclude at MTC11 which you must visit to be classified as a finisher. Again, if you get lost you can head straight there, missing out as much of the route as you feel is necessary:-

· WSW 483½231¾

SAFETY NOTICE

The committee of Chelmsford Motor Club make the following recommendation:-

“If your car has an airbag on the passenger side, we strongly recommend that you do not use a potti or any other item that has a hard surface when navigating on this event. You should also consider that any map-board should be made out of a collapsible material such as cardboard.”

This recommendation is for your own safety.
