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Chelmsford Motor Club August Tabletop Rally

Thursday 14th August 2014
1. Announcement. Chelmsford MC is pleased to announce that it will run a closed to club tabletop rally on Thursday 14th August 2014, staring at 8.30 pm 

2. Venue. The event will take place at The General’s Arms PH, Little Baddow. Due to poor ambient lighting competitors may wish to bring some form of auxiliary lighting such as a head torch or poti with a 12 volt power source. Alternatively weather/light permitting you may wish to use the garden tables.

3. Eligibility. Any vehicle that will get the competitors to the venue is eligible. This includes cars, bikes, motorbikes, vans and trucks. 4x4 vehicles are eligible. Competitors must be paid up members of Chelmsford MC. Ideally there should be teams of 2, driver (runner) and navigator, but exceptionally navigators who cannot get a driver may enter solo. The minimum number of entries is 5. The maximum is determined by the number of tables at the pub but we should be able to accommodate up to 20 comfortably.
4. Entries. The entry list will open on publication of these regulations and close at 8.15 pm on Thursday 14th August 2014. The entry fee is £5 per team to cover costs of trophies etc. Entries may be made on the night but it would be useful if potential entrants could post on the website so that I can prepare sufficient paperwork.
5. Maps. The entire route is on OS 1:50,000 map 167. Editions on which the navigation has been tested will be posted on the website in plenty of time to purchase the right edition if necessary.

6. Navigation. As this is a navigational exercise and the route does not have to be driven, the condition or accessibility of roads and tracks is irrelevant. As long as a road is shown on the map as a through route it is eligible for inclusion on the route. This includes white roads and BOATs, as well as normal public roads. The following acronyms and conventions will be used, although this list is not exhaustive.

CRO – coloured roads only
MUW – may use whites
WUW – will use whites 
GW – give way
SGW – stop and give way
LWR- long way round triangle
ETL – electricity transmission lines
TR – turn right

TL – turn left
MR – miss right
ML – miss left 
SO – straight on. Any of these with an X – do the given action at a crossroads.
SH – spot height
GR or MR grid/map reference 
GL – grid line

GS grid square.

Items in brackets () are to be avoided.

Beginners and novices will receive simpler navigation than experts and masters. 

7. Scoring. Route checks in the form of written questions will be made and the crew with the highest number of correct answers will win. The question and answer sheet for each section must be handed in before receiving the next section’s navigation handout. In the event of a tie on correct answers time penalties will be taken into account. The time allowed for each section will be printed on the navigation handouts. Penalties are 2 minutes per minute early and 1 minute per minute late. 

8. Classes. The classes will be as described in the Winter Series Common regulations, and crews will be classed according to the current listing posted on the website. Masters may enter but are not eligible for overall awards or Winter Series points.

9. Insurance. As the event takes place entirely on private land no insurance is necessary.

10. Awards The following awards will be made: 
1st Overall. 

2nd Overall (subject to sufficient entries)

1st in class (subject to sufficient entries)
11. Officials
